How-to Install SharePoint Services 3.0 on Windows Home Server

To install SharePoint Services 3.0 on Windows Home Server, follow these steps.

Note: In order to download the setup files required, you may need to disable Internet Explorer
Enhanced Security Configuration on your Windows Home Server. To do so please go here.

Installing Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 on Windows Home Server:

1. Logon to your Windows Home Server Administrator desktop by going to a home PC, and going to
Start -> Programs -> Accessories -> Remote Desktop Connection and then typing in the name o
your server and clicking Connect.

2. After logging on go to the following link to download .NET Framework 3.0.

http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/details.aspx?FamilylD=10cc340b-f857-4a14-83f5-
25634c3bf043&DisplayLang=en

Run the downloaded file, and it will install the .NET Framework 3.0 which is a prerequisite for
SharePoint Services 3.0.

3. After installing .NET Framework 3.0, go to the following link to download Windows Sharepoint
Services 3.0.

4. Browse to the location that you saved the SharePoint installer to and launch the installer.
5. Check the box to accept the license agreement, and click continue.
6. Click Basic (Install server stand-alone with default settings) on the next page.

7. Windows Sharepoint Services will install, and after installation ensure that the checkbox that says
"Run the Sharepoint Products and Technologies Wizard now." is checked, and click the Close
button.

8. Inthe Sharepoint Products and Technologies Configuration Wizard, click Next. You may receive a
message like the one below, click Yes.

Choose yes ko restart the services if required and continue with the configuration wizard ar no ko exit the
configuration wizard.
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9. The Configuation Wizard automatically begins and configures your server for SharePoint.

10. After installation has completed, click Close.

Sharepoint is installed and will launch the default team site, however with the default
configuration intact, the Windows Home Server website is inoperable. To allow coexistance of
both the Windows Home Server and SharePoint websites please follow the steps in the section
titled "How to re-enable the Windows Home Server website".

Creating a new Sharepoint site:

1. On the Windows Home Server Administrator Desktop go to Start -> All Programs -> Administrative
Tools -> Sharepoint 3.0 Central Administration.

2. On the Administration site home page click on the Application Management tab.

In the Description field, give your SharePoint Web Application a descriptive name that you will
recognize if you need to manage the site through the Central Administration site.

In the Port field, select any port other than 80, 443, or 4125, as these three ports are reserved for
the Windows Home Server website. For the purposes of this example, | chose port 8085.

In the Host Header field, enter the URL of your Windows Home Server website.

Skip down to the section titled Load Balanced URL, and ensure that the in that field it says
http://yourhomeserverwebsite.homeserver.com:portnumber/

In the Application Pool section, select Create a new application pool. You can either change the
name or accept the default. For the security account, select Predefined, and select NETWORK
SERVICE.

Go down to the section titled Search Server, and in the drop down select your server name.

Click OK, and Sharepoint will create the new Sharepoint Web application, and you will then be
taken to a page that says Application Created.

After your application is created you will need to restart 1IS on your Windows Home Server. To do
so click on Start -> Run -> type "iisreset /noforce’ (minus quotes) and press enter. A black box will
appear for a moment and then go away. After that is complete, proceed to the next step.

On the Application Created page, click on Create Site Collection. (A site collection is the root
Sharepoint website in a Web Application)

On the Create Site Collection page, ensure that your new web application is selected, and title
your new SharePoint team site.
